Monthly Ordinance Focus- 1218.140 - Placement of personal 

property on the public right-of-way prohibited.  
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Ordinance focus 

• Placement of personal 

property on the public 

right of way prohibited 

—No person or entity shall place personal property, including personal 
property involved in an eviction, on the sidewalk, roadway, or any part of 
the public right-of-way of a County roadway, except as follows: 

(1) for trash collection by the end of the following day; or 

(2) in the event of an eviction, property may be so placed by the person or 
entity with the right to possession of the property for a period not to ex-
ceed twenty-four (24) hours, after which the property shall be deemed 
abandoned and must be removed from the right-of-way by the person or 
entity so placing the property.
